· Alternatively, submit three (3) typed, double-spaced copies of your abstract or full paper or panel proposal.  Abstracts should be a maximum of three pages, and the full paper should be a maximum of fifteen double-spaced pages including references and exhibits. The more complete the paper, the better its chances of acceptance in the review process.

· Each of the three copies should include a separate title page which clearly indicates the name(s) of the presenting author(s) and other co-author(s), affiliation(s), complete mailing address(es), telephone/fax numbers and e-mail address(es), title of the paper, track number and up to four key words that describe your paper.
· The text of the full paper, abstract or proposal must include the title, but should not include the name(s) of the author(s) as papers will be blind reviewed. Accepted papers will be included in the Conference Readings Book.
· Each hard-copy submission should be accompanied by a stamped, self-addressed post card clearly indicating the title of the submission.  Return of the post card will acknowledge receipt of the submission by the Conference Chair.
